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TMDL is an acronym for Total Maximum Daily Load. The TMDL is a measure 

of the maximum pollutants allowed in a water body before it is listed as im-

paired. If the water body is impaired, the TMDL becomes, in effect, a clean-

up plan for the lake. So, the TMDL not only measures pollutants, it is also a 

plan that outlines how best to clean up the lake and repair water quality. This 

must be done to ensure the lake meets federal and state clean water stan-

dards. 

While 2013 saw improvement in the water quality of Eagle Lake, both Eagle 

and Pike Lakes are still currently on the list of impaired waters due to excess 

nutrients. In an effort to help clean up our lakes, and improve our water qual-

ity, ELPA is in the process of determining how best to follow the guidelines 

set forth in the TMDL. Several steps have already been taken as part of the 

TMDL implementation plan. Storm water drain management and education 

are two big steps that ELPA has already undertaken as part of the TMDL 

plan. Future steps may include lake management plans, water quality meas-

urements, citizen water monitoring, retrofitting storm water drains, lakeshore 

buffers, wetland restoration, and in-lake management techniques.   

This is an exciting time to be part of ELPA as we move forward to a cleaner, 

healthier lake. Please join us, and help achieve our TMDL goals!

2014 State of  Water Conference 

If you are considering purchasing 

used lake equipment for use in Eagle 

or Pike Lakes, please remember the 

following laws in the state of Minne-

sota: 

 You may not transport lake equip-

ment with any Aquatic Invasive 

Species (AIS) on/in it. 

 If you purchase equipment that has 

been in another lake (docks, swim 

platforms, etc.), it must be dried for 

21 days before it can be put into 

another lake/water body. 

 The DNR recommends washing 

down equipment with high pres-

sure, very high temperature water 

that will kill Zebra Mussels and 

some other AIS. Wash down equip-

ment at 120°F or higher for a at 

least 2 minutes, or 140°F for at 

least 10 seconds. 

 It is also recommended that any 

watercraft that has been in water 

infested with Zebra Mussels or 

Spiny Waterflea should be left to 

dry for 5 days after the watercraft 

has been properly drained of all 

lake water. 

The difference in required drying time 

of watercraft vs. other lake equipment 

is due to the fact that watercraft are 

typically designed to drain completely, 

therefore drying faster and not retain-

ing a wet environment for AIS to sur-

vive. Other lake equipment typically 

has more crevices and places for wa-

ter to pool (such as dock posts) and 

retain a damp environment that could 

enable AIS to continue to live for short 

periods of time.

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A reminder from ELPA and the MN DNR, that all 

Lake Service Providers (LSP) must be registered 

with the state of MN and have gone through the LSP 

training course.  A LSP is defined on the MN DNR 

website as: 

(1) an individual who or entity that: decontaminates, 

installs, or removes water-related equipment or 

structures into or from waters of the state for hire or 

as a service provided as a benefit of membership in 

a yacht club, boat club, marina, or similar organiza-

tion; or 

(2) an individual who or entity that: rents or leases 

water-related equipment that will be used in, placed 

into, or removed from waters of the state. 

The LSP Training is vital to keeping the spread of 

Aquatic Invasive Species (AIS) from lake to lake to a 

minimum. Not only is there a fine for anyone provid-

ing these services without a permit, there is also the 

risk that they could be spreading additional AIS 

forms into our lake! 

Please do your part by asking anyone that is provid-

ing services to your lakeshore and equipment if they 

are registered with the MN DNR, and if they have a 

current LSP license. We can all help in keeping inva-

sive species from taking over our lake! 

ELPA is working toward increasing 

our membership! Having a strong 

lake association with a high per-

centage of membership is vital to 

protecting the health of our lake. 

There are many reasons for this, 

but one of the most important is 

that a strong organization shows 

that residents are aware of the 

need for improvement, and com-

mitted to working toward needed 

change. This can be a huge bene-

fit to the lake and allow us to work 

more effectively toward making 

strides in improving lake water 

quality. For example, some grants 

require a certain percentage (often

ple Grove has set surface water 

regulations for Eagle Lake?  

Direction of Travel: All watercraft 

shall travel in a counterclockwise 
direction when speeds exceed the 

slow-no wake limit of 5 mph. 

Speed Limit: 

Daytime Hours 40 mph 
Nighttime Hours 15 mph 

Slow-No Wake 5 mph 

Existing Statutes: All city ordi-

nances and Minnesota state stat-
utes regarding boating safety and 

operations shall remain in effect. 

Includes: 

ü All channels and demarked areas 

ü Anytime a watercraft is within 100 

feet of: 

Á Shore 

Á Swimming area 

Á Other watercraft 

Á Persons fishing

2) Begin/continue project. You pay 

costs up front and then will be reim-

bursed up to 50% of the total cost.

Save all receipts, 

invoices, cancelled checks (front/back) 

for reimbursement. 

3) When project completed, send in all 

receipts, invoices, cancelled checks 

and completion picture to ELPA water 

committee to be sent to city for reim-

bursement.

Simple Actions Help Keep Our Lake Clean ~ 
Here are six simple actions you can take to help protect Eagle/Pike Lake: 

Á Storm drains carry trash from your street to the lake. Seal your trash bags and keep litter out of the street. 

Á Keep leaves and grass off the sidewalks and streets. Blow grass clippings back onto the lawn and not in the 

street. When they wash into the street, they become food for weeds and algae in lakes. 

Á Keep fertilizer and pesticides on your lawn. Choose zero-phosphorus fertilizer. When they end up in waterways, they 

make trouble for aquatic plants and animals that are essential to healthy lakes. 

Á Pet waste is full of harmful nutrients and bacteria, especially when it washes into lakes. Pick up after your pet and put 

it in the trash. 

Á Just one quart of oil can pollute 250,000 gallons of water. Keep your car regularly maintained so fluids don’t leak on 

the street. Take used motor oil to a neighborhood drop-off site. 

Á Sidewalk salt is polluting our lakes and ending up in our ground water. You only need a little sidewalk salt, and it only 

works when it’s above 15º. And remember, always shovel before you salt.  

Make sure nothing but rain washes off your street, sidewalk and driveway! Whatever goes into the street, 

washes down the storm drain and ends up in our lakes. 

Lawn Fertilizing Tips: 

Fertilizers that contain phosphorus are harmful to our lake because the same nutrients that help our grass 

grow, also feed the weeds in the lake. Excessive aquatic plants are not only unpleasant to look at and swim in, 

but also affect the food quality and habitat for fish and other organisms.  Using a lake-friendly, phosphorus-

free lawn fertilizer will help protect Eagle Lake and will not compromise the appearance of your lawn!   

Á ALWAYS CHOOSE A PHOSPHORUS-FREE FERTILIZER! The middle number is the phosphate (phosphorus) content. A “zero” 

in the middle means it is phosphorus-free. Lawns rarely need extra potassium (K), but adding some does not affect water quality.  

Á Sweep up extra fertilizer from sidewalks and driveways to prevent it from entering into the storm drain. 

Á Don’t fertilize before heavy rain.
